¢ : HISTORICAL SKETCH.

) The city of London, capital of the County of Middlesex, is
‘ beautifully situated in the midst of a country unsurpassed for fertility
! ' in the Dominion, and at the confluence of the two branches of the
. . ; ‘ river Thames. It was laid out by the Crown in 1826 on a reserva-
§ | tion made in 1796 by Governor Simcoe, with the intention of {ound-
ing a town of that name, and was surveyed by Colone!l Talbot, its
limits being then bounded on the north by North street, on the east
by Wellington street, and on the south and west by the river. In
1 1827 the future city was represented by a solitary log hut, near the
corner of King and Ridout streets, in which a certain Peter Mc-
: ; Gregor, whose nationality may be readily conjectured, dispensed
it ' liquors to any chance patrons. The accommodations were of the
most primitive description—a hollow stump outside the door answer-
} ing the double purpose of a bar and cupboard. This was the first
clearance in the woods, but Peter had opposition, for in the fall of
the same year Abraham Carroll, from Oxtord county, built a frame
tavern on Dundas street nearly opposite the centre front of Robinson
Hall, this building, when nearly finished, was destroyed by fire, but
the persevering proprietor erected another on the same site aad next
year commenced business. The surrounding townships were well
settled and provided customers. In 1828 the Court House and Jail
were erected, but the growth of the village was very slow until the
year 1832, when the emigration from Great Britain sensibly increased
its population. At this period a public market was held on the
southeast corner of the Court House Square. Messrs. Goodhue,
O'Brien, Lawrason and Jennings had opened stores, and Robinson
Hall ornamented the pretty little “Forest Village.”
In 1830 the Wesleyans built the first church, and the Episco-
palians the next in the same year, a frame chapel where St. Paul’s
Cathedral now stands, the first building having been dcstroyed by
fire. The Roman Catholics next erected a house of worship in 1834
and others rapidly followed.
In 1835 the population having increased to 1,000 returned Mr.
Mahlon Burwell as first representative to Parliament. In 1847 it
was incorporated as a town, and the next year Mr. Simeon Morrill
was chosen first Mayor, and in 1855 London having a population of
10,000 attained the dignity of a city, and Mr. Murray Anderson was
its Mayor, and the late Justice John Wilson its representative in
Parliament.

At the present time the population of the city and the suburbs
does not fall short of 20,000, and is rapidly increasing. Railway
communication is being extended, manufacturing establishments are
springing up in every quarter, the industrial professions are well rep-
resented and every indication of increasing prosperity is exhibited,
evidencing the rapidly increasing importance of the “Forest City.”

COUNTY OF MIDDLESEX.

In the year 1788 Upper Canada was divided into four Dis-
tricts—Lunenburgh, Mecklenburgh, Nassau and Hesse—which names
were subsequently changed to Eastern, Midland, Home and
Western.

In the year 1792 Sir John Graves Simcoe, the first Governor of
Upper Canada, divided it into nineteen counties, represented by
sixteen members, and the first Parliament was held at Niagara, 17th
September, under a tree, a large stone serving for a table; and on
the 5th of June, 1798, the Parliament was held at York, (Toronto),
and among other measures it was enacted that “ The counties of
Norfolk, Oxford and Middlesex, with the tract westward of the
Home District and the District of Niagara, to the southward of
Lake Huron, and between them and a line drawn due north from a
fixed boundary, (where the eastern limit of Oxford intersects the
river Thames), until it arrives at Lake Huron, do constitute and
form the London District.”

From 1793 to 1825 the courts were held at Detroit, township
of Charlotteville, in the present county of Norfolk, at Turkey
Point, and at the village of Vittoria, respectively. Afterwards two
sessions were held in St. Thomas, but were uitimately permanently
removed to London.

In 1803 or 1804 the Hon. Colonel Talbot was authorized to
form settlements of the Crown Lands, and he with great wisdom
and forethought opened up the southern part of the District by cut-
ting out the road since known as Talbot street, extending from Long
Point to St. Thomas, thence through the counties of Kent and Essex
to the Detroit river, thus preparing the country for settlement, which
was then done by the free grant system. 'Col. Talbot located the
township of London to actual settlers, himself setting the example
by cutting down the first tree. In 1812 large numbers of immigrants,
chiefly English, arrived, among them many officers and soldiers who
had fought the battles of the Peninsular campaign. ;

The townships of London, Caradoc, Delaware, Adelaide,
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Lobo and Ekfrid, were principally settled by immigrants from the
British islands, Westminster chicfly by Americans and Pennsylvania
Dutch.

The land of Middlesex is of excellent quality, and is second to
none in the Province in point of fertility ; it is mostly rolling, well
watered by numerous streams of greater or lesser magnitude, almost
all of which are utilized as mill sites. It is traversed by the Grand
Trunk, and by the main line and Petrolia and Sarnia, and London
and Port Stanley branches of the Great Western railway, and
another line connecting with Lake Huron is now about being laid.
There are upwards of two hundred miles of gravel and plank road
owned by local companies ; and in enterprise, prosperity, wealth,
natural facilities, climate and soil, Middlesex will compare favorably
with any other section of the Dominion.

The county of Middlesex consists of the following municipali-
ties: The townships of Adelaide, Biddulph, Caradoc, Delaware,
Dorchester North, Ekfrid, Lobo, London, McGillivray, Metcalfe,
Mosa, Nissouri West, Westminster, East Williams and West Wil-
hams, the town of Strathroy and the villages of Newbury, Park
Hill, Lucan and Wardsville,

By the British North American act of 1867 the county of Mid
dlesex was divided into three electoral divisions, called respectively
the North, West and East Ridings.

The North Riding to consist of the townships of McGillivray
and Biddulph, (taken from the county of Huron), and Williams
East, Williams West, Adelaide and Lobo.

The West Riding to consist of the townships of Delaware, Car-
radoc, Metcalfe, Mosa and Ekfrid and the town of Strathroy.

The East Riding to consist of the townships of North Dorches-
ter, London, West Nissouri and Westminster.
