ship of Wellesley, and on the Connestogo river, 12 miles from Berlin. 
and 74 from Toronto. The village was first settled in 1847, by John 
Hawke, who built the mills in that year, and the Post Office was estab-
lished in 18t2—Gabriel Hawke first P. M. There are three Churches 
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in the villhge ; Wesleyan Methodist,Rev.  Mi'.  Millikin ; Primitive Metho-
dist, Rev. W. Reid, and United Brethren. Rev. Mr. Sherk. A Presby-
terian Church is being erected ; that denomination at present hold 
services in the Primitive Istethodist Church, Rev. Mr. Graham, pastor. 
The common school has an average attendance of 100 pupils. Mr. Muir, 
teacher. The business of the village consists of one flouring mill, one 
woollen factory, one tannery, and several merchant and mechanics' shops. 
The 6th Division Court is held here—NI. P. Eropey, clerk.

HAYSVILLE.

A village situated on lot 20, second concession, block A., of the town-
sh;p of Wilmot, three miles from New Hamburgh station Grand Trunk
Railway, eight from Plattaville station, Buffalo and Lake Huron Rail-
way ; sixteen from Berlin, twenty front Galt, and seventy-eight from
Toronto. The village was settled in 1835 ) by Robert Hays, William
I iohson, and E. Everett, and the Post Office was established the follow-
ing year-Robert Hays, first postmaster. The village is well supplied
with water privileges by the river Nith, and contains a flouring mill,
a woollen and a cheese factory. There is an Episcopal Church, Rev. H.
rlellish, pastor, and an excellent school ably conducted by Mr. T. J.
Newman, and averaging eighty pupils.

The Post Office was originally called Wilmot, but was changed to its
present name in 1853. It is named after Mr. Robert Hays, who
built the mills here in 1835.

The village contains a Luthe-
ran Church, Rev. D. Stahlschmidt, pastor, a good school, two hotels, and
several mechanics' shops.
